The British Wado Federationacts as the Governing Body for
British Wadokai and acts in alliance to Associations teaching
Wado Karate - British Wado Federation Members willbe termed
as 'Associate Members'.

1. THE BWK PRESIDENT

The President of the BWK is the Chief Instructor SEift Kyoshi and he has complete control of the BW

In the event of an emergency the BWK Executive Adstration Officer shall assume complete controbhlbf
affairs of BWK, whether temporary or permanent.

The Assistant Technical Chief Instructor shall assucomplete control of all the technical affairsB#WK,

whether temporary or permanent, and inherit all Pogvers, Ranks, and Titles of the Chief Instruatbthe
British Wadokai Karate-do.

2. THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE

The Executive Administration Officer/Child Protemi Officer of the BWK is Liz Legg. The Assistant
Technical Chief Instructor of the BWK is Paul Ettikenshi. Together with the President these pewmpliee up
the Executive Committee.

3. ASSOCIATE/ALLIED MEMBERS

Associate Members are self-governing 'autonomoweshipers and will be considered 'Allied Members'he t
BWK and considered members to the British Wado Fadten (an annexe of British Wadokai). The BWK wiill
have no control over Associate Members as theyhaille their own Constitution/Rules & Regulations delf-
governance within their own Group/Association.

NB. As Associate Members run their own affairs thérules & Regulations of the BWKDO NOT EFFECT
Associate or Allied Members, unless in points of L& or Child Protection issues.In respect to violation of
such Law/s, or Child Protection issues, the relevarAssociate Member will no longer be considered par
of the British Wado Federation; as with immediate &ect.

4. INDIVIDUAL MEMBERS

(&) Members of BWK shall be directly controlled by tB&/K-Honbu & Regulations (including Syllabus,
Grades, Licence Control, Insurance etc.), and éeesi

(b) BWK Members may also have access to optional iddal membership of the JKF-Wadokai.

(c) Members must hold an up to date BWK recognised ideéGrade Record Book and proof of National
Insurance cover within two weeks of starting and®®Rto regular training.

(d) All BWK Members have the right to train and gradeany BWK Club he/she so wishes, so long as the
initial etiquettes have been followed.

(e) Upon acceptance, members must hold an up to date BeénceAT ALL TIMES.

(H There will be no Annual Affiliation Fee.

() Members must not be in membership to any otheliatifon other than that of the British Wadokai Kigra
do Federation lineage. No officer, representativsimilar person representing the interests of enbex of
British Wadokai Karate-do Federation may represé®, a member of, or officiate for any group,
association, federation or organisation purportbog practise karate in England unless that group,
association, federation or organisation is itselfniembership of British Wadokai.

NB: All BWK-UK Licences include full National Insance Cover.

5. AFFILIATED CLUBS



(a) All Clubs must train in traditional Wadoryu Karade-as taught within the BWK.

(b) All Clubs will run individually under the 'registed' Instructor for that Club but must be teachihg t
official BWK Grade Syllabus and Technical Standaatiall times.

(c) All Clubs must have Insured BWK Instructor/s in tii@ning and control of all Club affairs.

(d) Each Club must have a minimum of 2 registered effic(i.e. Instructor, Assistant Instructor/Club
Secretary, etc.) present at all times.

(e) All Clubs must have insured and recognised BWK hgsdl membership within.

() All Clubs must practise the karate as practicethkyBritish Wadokai Karate-do Federation, or intémdo
so within 12 months of application acceptance déinged Provisional Membership.

(g) All Clubs must follow the official BWK-Honbu Wadoyabus upon acceptance.

(h) All Clubs must hold adequate Insurance cover, tnid to, once accepted.

(i) All Clubs must be run by an Instructor of at leahbdan and be of at least 18 years of age.

() Clubs must meet regularly at proper premises.

(k) Clubs may be of any size.

() Clubs may have either amateurs or professionalBofadh not ‘commercially’ motivated individuals) as
membership.

(m) Applications for Club Affiliation must be sent tche BWK Administration Officer. The BWK
Administration Officer will consider all initial ggications.

(n) All Clubs shall, upon acceptance, abide by theitspnd current rules of the BWK Regulations.

(o) All Clubs (Instructor/Committee, etc.) must be agvaf, and strictly follow, all ‘Policies’ put intplace for
the protection of members and instructors.

(p) A BWK representative, prior to acceptance, may stigate Club/s.

(q) International Clubs may also need to affiliateheit own National Governing Body in their host ctwr{if
there is one).

NB: The running of the Club is the sole respongipbdf the Registered Instructor.

NB: By applying for British Wadokai Karate-do Fed#on Membership you are entering into an agree et
this is your only affiliation. As a member of theitsh Wadokai Karate-do Federation it is importémt you
are not also a member of another National GoverBiody or Association. No officer, representativesomilar
person representing the interests of a member iisB\Wadokai Karate-do Federation may represeatab

member of, or officiate for any group, associatifegeration or organisation purporting to practiseate in
England.

10.INSTRUCTORS/EXAMINERS

(d) Be of at least 18 years of age.

12.RULES OF THE DOJO

(a) Students must always arrive BEFORE the class stagteu are unavoidably late for the ‘bow-on’:Bow
to enter the Dojo. b. Kneel at the Dojo entrancg reite the Dojo-kun in your mind. c. Perform thew-
on’ sequence. d. Stand, then bow towards the Séhaelni-rei). e. Wait for the Sensei to acknowlegigar
presence BEFORE joining the class.

(b) Tachi-rei (standing bow). Always bow upon: a. Eimgrand leaving the Dojo. b. Before and after
addressing your Sensei, or, if your Sensei is adiitg you. c. Before and after performing various
techniques with each other.

(c) If the Sensei is not present, the Sempai (mostoBemiill start the class. All students must folldhe
Sempai as though he were the Sensei.

(d) During the session, students must work with antualti of seriousness and complete concentration.
Laughing and talking cannot be permitted. Silenug seriousness during the session are the two thdes
must be followed if a high level of training ishe sustained.

(e) Unless training has commenced, all students musttbdrudansha upon their arrival to the Dojo.

(H Rapid movement is an essential part of the trgimgwen as it pertains to lining up on commands Haibit
of moving quickly, without wasted motion and effasill also help keep the class working smoothly.

(g) When not training, i.e. during breaks etc. Studemiist sit crossed-legged against the wall in then8ha
(lower-house) area of the Dojo, or in the desighatssting area/s.

(h) You must always wear a clean & pressed white Gdgga must be worn on the left-side of your Gi
(arm/chest). Other badges, as country representhidges etc., may be worn on the right sleevedthee
only issued & supplied by your Sensei).

(i) Only females, and students with special medicaditmms, may be permitted to wear a T-shirt (white)
under their Gi top.

() No student should leave the Dojo during the sessimtess he has prior permission from a Sensei or
Sempai to do so (this is for reasons of good etiques well as Health & Safety).

(k) On the command of ‘Seiretsu’ students must lineguickly and quietly in the proper grade/rank oriter
the Kiritsu (informal attention) position (Musub&chi). You must not pass in front of higher gradaks
to do this, but move in line behind your own, avés graded, ranks.

() If a student must stop work, for any reason, themist obtain permission from his Sensei.

(m) All students must reply ‘Hai-Sensei’ after a comuhalnas been given. During training, if you are
approached by a Sensei for any reason, i.e. agljugtiur technique etc., you must acknowledge thres&e
with ‘Hai-Senser’.

(n) Each student must report when temporarily discairtinlessons, this is good etiquette.

(o) If at any time during training the student requitesdjust his Obi or Gi, he must go down on oneekto
do the adjustment. On serious adjustments the istuday require to leave the ranks to go to the sfdbe
Dojo, again, drop onto one knee for the adjustrsent/

(p) Seniority system: All students must be aware thiaigher ranked member to you is your senior, andtmu
be obeyed as such while in the Dojo. Sempai (Br8e&ts and lower graded Black-Belts) are the Dojo
‘Police-force’ and are responsible for the discipliin the Dojo. Young as well as older Sempai MUST
show a good example. Examples are always folloMedstudent should go directly to the Sensei without
first attempting to gain the necessary knowledgenfthe next grade up. Each student, however, should



make the necessary endeavours to learn the angwersontinued practise and observations. The $ense
should be consulted ONLY as a final option.

(q) The motto of the Dojo. Practise hard in order tatmathe techniques of true Karate-do.

(r) Finger and toenails are to be kept short and clean.

(s) No drinking, eating, chewing gum, or smoking in thao.

() No jewellery to be worn in the Dojo. Any jewelleiiye. a bracelet/ring etc., that is difficult orpossible to
remove MUST be safely covered.

(u) A student who has undergone surgery, or who suffers any kind of serious medical condition or inju
will not be permitted into Jiyu-gumite, or any foraf stamina training. Your Sensei, as well as your
working partner/s, must also be made aware of angition.

(v) Respect and revere your parents and elders, resihectpeople. Respect property and all life. Atespect
yourself.

(w) A Sensei is always a Sensei, not just while he svedBi. He must be respected inside as well agdeutise
Dojo. If he is your friend, do not take advantafi&ie friendship.

(x) Never use Karate outside the Dojo, unless for defénce. Understand the concepts & implications of
Karate-ni-Sentenashi.

13.BOWING ON/OFF PROCEDURE

The ‘traditional’ method of lining up in the BWK [mis quite simple. On the command of ‘Seiretsudsints
must line-up quickly and quietly in the proper ggadnk order (highest ranks starting from the fragint
working down to the lowest ranks on the rear-l&ft)equal rank & file in the Kiritsu (informal attéon)
position (Musubi-dachi). You must not pass in frohhigher graded ranks to do so, filter in frore flear and
side of your own line. All Sensei stand facing thek & file of students. In the event that therenisre than one
Sensei, the highest graded Sensei would usualpobitioned at the left of the lower ranked Senggs (would
then be in correct rank position during the 'Shomierei’, where the highest ranks must be on tbhtrin the
line up).

14.JIYU GUMITE (Direct/Full Members)

All Dojo Jiyu-giten
MUST adhere to the correct methods of ‘contactrodinstated within the listed Contest Rules.

Take each opponent as
an ‘individual’ who may have differing needs anchditions to others to gain the best benefit frorahea
club sparring-match. Club sparring is NOT compauitiit is a practise and learning experience.

(g) There will no technique/s directed towards the ahraeck, groin, or knee.

(h) No excessive contact, DANGEROUS throws, or takedowill be permitted. Deliberate violation of this
rule will result in instant exclusion from Jiyu-gum leading to the possible expulsion of the club.

() The Sensei has the right to implement additionksrand restrictions that he sees fit, to promafe and
beneficial sparring within his Dojo.

Exceptions from sparring:
(a) Students who suffer from any kind of MEDICAL CONDON where the practise could be
detrimental to the health of the student.
(b) Females, students under the age of 16 and oveagief 40 will not be ‘forced' into free-fighting o
any kind.

NB: Students who DO NOT have the expected minimuategtion for sparring will NOT be permitted to spa
If only hand-mitts are available, then only hancht@ques will be allowed.

c. The time limit for each match (Team & Individual énts) will be two minutes (junior events) or three
minutes (senior events).

d. The number of persons comprising a team will be EBRr FIVE, plus an extra for the reserve.

e. Team Events will consist of an unlimited-accumulatpoint system; all team-member bout points will
be added together for the end score of the match.

f.  The method of deciding a winning team will be basedhe TOTAL SCORE in each team match-off.

g. Each Team Match will start from 'scratch' when gdimrough to following rounds.
